Additionally, we collaborate with other nonprofits and continuously search for donors and sponsors to amplify the impact of our lifeline by reaching more individuals that benefit from our services.
Another component of our programs includes safeguarding the well-being, health, and welfare of service canines.  We also work with shelters and rescue organizations with our Shelter to Service program, for prospect candidates.
Navigating situations where the presence of a service dog team clashes with certain public regulations, or personal bias. We encourage education over confrontation, contributing to a more well-rounded understanding of the complex issues surrounding service dog training and usage.  Offering presentations to businesses and organizations about the public access rights of service teams is our largest community outreach priority,
In summary, the lifeline metaphor encapsulates the profound impact that service dogs and our work has on the lives of individuals with disabilities.
